SANCTA MISSA WORKSHOP LOCATION

Our Sancta Missa Workshop will be held at the Cardinal Stritch Retreat House, which is located at 1300 Stritch
Drive, adjacent to the University of Saint Mary of the Lake, in Mundelein, Illinois. Access to the grounds is off
Illinois Route 1706, just west of Libertyville. The phone number of the Stritch House is 847.566.6060. The
director of the Stritch Retreat House is Deacon Richard Hudzik. Coming from Chicago on I-94, take the exit
for Illinois Route 176 West. Coming from the north on 1-94, exit at at Illinois Route 21 and continue south on
Route 21 until you reach Route 176, at which point, you will turn right to go west. The Cardinal Stritch House
driveway off of Route 176 is labeled “Stritch Drive” and is marked with our sign “Cardinal Stritch Retreat
House.” If you do an online search for directions, bear in mind that not all online services acknowledge the
existence of Stritch Drive. Instead, search the University’s street address of 1000 East Maple, Mundelein, and
you will find our next door neighbor.

TRANSPORTATION TO MUNDELEIN FROM THE AIRPORT

If you are flying into Chicago and if the workshop you are attending is at the Stritch House, you may wish to fly
into O'Hare International Airport, as is the closest to the Stritch House at Mundelein Seminary. Both the Stritch
House and Mundelein Seminary are northwest of Chicago. It would also be feasible to fly into the Milwaukee
airport to arrive at the Stritch House. If you are flying into Midway Airport, you will arrive on the south side of
Chicago, which is at least 90 minutes from the Stritch House by car. If your workshop is held at St. John Cantius
Church, located near downtown Chicago, know that the parish is about 30-40 minutes from both O'Hare and
Midway Airports.
